CONDITIONAL USEStc \l1 "
(1)
Purposetc \l5 ".  The development and execution of this ordinance is based upon the division of the village into districts, within which districts the use of land and buildings and the bulk and location of buildings and structures in relation to the land are substantially uniform.  It is recognized, however, that there are certain uses which, because of their unique characteristics, cannot be properly classified in any particular district or districts, without consideration, in each case, of the impact of those uses upon neighboring land and of the public need for the particular use at the particular location.  Such conditional uses are publicly operated or traditionally affected with a public interest; or are uses entirely private in character, but of a nature that their operation may give rise to unique problems with respect to their impact upon neighboring property or public facilities.

(2)
Initiation of Conditional Usetc \l5 ".  Any person having a full ownership or title to land or a right of any extent to sole possession, or a contractual interest which may become a freehold interest or an exclusive possessory interest, and which interest is specifically enforceable, may file an application to use such land for one or more of the conditional uses provided for in this ordinance in the zoning district in which the land is located.

(3)
Application for Conditional Usetc \l5 ".  An application for a conditional use shall be filed with the Village Clerk on a form prescribed by the Village Clerk.  The application shall be accompanied by plans and data and shall include a statement in writing by the applicant and adequate evidence showing that the proposed conditional use will conform to the standards set forth in the Zoning Code.  Such application shall be forwarded from the Zoning Administrator to the Plan Commission and Village Board.  Following review and recommendation by the Plan Commission, the Village Board shall conduct a public hearing and act upon the applicant=s request.

(4)
Hearing on Applicationtc \l5 ".  Upon receipt in proper form of the application and statement and recommendation of the Plan Commission, the Village Board shall hold at least one public hearing on the proposed conditional use.  At least 10 days in advance of such public hearing, notice of time and place of such hearing shall be published at least two times in a newspaper of general circulation in the Village.  Supplemental or additional notices may be published or distributed as the Plan Commission and/or Village Board may prescribe.

(5)
Authorizationtc \l5 ".  For each application for a conditional use, the Plan Commission shall report to the Village Board its findings and recommendations, including the stipulations of additional conditions and guarantees that such conditions will be complied with when they are deemed necessary for the protection of the public interest.  If an application for a proposed conditional use is not acted upon finally by the Village Board within 90 days of the date upon which such application is received by the Board, it shall be deemed to have been denied.

(6)
Standardstc \l5 ".  No conditional use shall be recommended by the Village Plan Commission unless the Commission shall find:

(a)
that the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, morals, comfort, or general welfare.

(b)
that the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the neighborhood.

(c)
that the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district.

(d)
that adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and/or necessary facilities have been or are being provided.

(e)
that adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets, and

(f)
that the conditional use shall, in all other respects, conform to the applicable regulations of the district in which it is located, except as such regulations may, in each instance, be modified by the Village Board pursuant to the recommendations of the Plan Commission.

(7)
Conditions and Guaranteestc \l5 ".  Prior to the granting of any conditional use, the Village Plan Commission may recommend and the Village Board shall stipulate, such conditions and restrictions upon the establishment, location, construction, maintenance, and operation of the conditional use as is deemed necessary for the protection of the public interest and to secure compliance with the standards and requirements specified in the Zoning Ordinance.  In all cases in which conditional uses are granted the Village Board shall require such evidence and guarantees as it may deem necessary as proof that the grantee is and will continue to comply with the stipulated conditions.  Regular review may be expressly stipulated in the conditional use permit or may occur based upon a complaint.  Conditional use permits may be revoked by the Zoning Administrator provided the Zoning Administrator has forwarded notice of noncompliance to the grantee and grantee has failed to comply within 20 days.

(8)
Effect of Denial of a Conditional Usetc \l5 ".  No application for a conditional use which has been denied wholly or in part by the Village Board shall be resubmitted for a period of one year from the date of said order of denial, except on the grounds of new evidence or proof of change of conditions found to be valid by the Village Plan Commission and Village Board.

(9)
Revocationtc \l5 ".  In any case where a conditional use has not been established within one year after the date of granting thereof, then, without further action by the Plan Commission or the Village Board, the conditional use or authorization shall be null and void.

(10)
Penaltiestc \l5 ".  Any person, firm, or corporation, or agent, employee, or contractor of such, who violates, disobeys, omits, neglects, or refuses to comply with, or who resists enforcement of any provision of this ordinance, shall, upon conviction, forfeit not more than $1000.00 for each offense, together with penalty assessment and the costs of prosecution, and in default of payment of such forfeiture and costs of prosecution shall be imprisoned in the county jail of Dane County until said forfeiture and costs are paid, but not to exceed 30 days for each violation.  Each day that a violation continues to exist shall constitute a separate offense.
